Rukopis by mal obsahovat tivod do problematiky, materidl a me-
todiky, vysledky, diskusiu a sihrn préce.

Titulna strana ma obsahovat ndzov prdce, neskrdtené meno,
priezvisko a tituly vSetkych autorov, presny ndzov pracoviska, resp.
pracovisk podielajicich sa na publikdcii s uvedenim adresy. Nut-
né uviest kompletnud adresu pre koreSpodenciu s poStovym sme-
rovacim Cislom, telefénnym, faxovym a e-mailovym ¢islom autora,
s ktorym bude redakcia komunikovat.

Struktirovany sihrn obsahuje maximélne 300 slov. Sklad4 sa
z nasledovnych Casti: ciel prace, metddy, vysledky a zavery. Obsa-
huje dplny ndzov prace a mend a priezviskd vietkych autorov. Vet-
ky udaje v sihrne su tiez uvedené v texte, tabulkdch alebo obrdz-
koch. Nestruktirovany sihrn je vhodny pre ¢ldnky prehladné. Na
konci sihrnu je potrebné uviest pocet tabuliek, obrazkov, citédcii a
3-6 klicovych slov. Nutné predlozit v originale a v dvoch képiach.

Na
zadnej strane je nutné uviest poradové ¢islo (napr. tabulka 1, graf
1), skrateny nazov prace a u obrazkov $ipkou vyznacit postavenie
obrazku. Nadpisy grafov, schém a obrdzkov musia byt uvedené na
samostatnej prilohe spolu s prisluSnymi legendami. Zaradenie jed-
notlivych priloh do textu autor vyznaci na lavom okraji strany tex-
tu prisluSnou skratkou. Obrazky vo forme fotokdpie alebo foto-
grafie musia byt kontrastné.

Information for
authors

The journal KARDIOLOGIA/CARDIOLOGY publishes ar-
ticles on clinical cardiology, especially on topics pertaining to cli-
nical and experimental cardiology, cardiosurgery, clinical physio-
logy, pathophysiology, preventive cardiology and epidemiology.
The journal publishes original articles, review articles, case reports,
information about and reports from congresses and study stays,
personal news, letters to the editor and other matters related to
cardiology. The journal regularly publishes information the Slo-
vak Society of Cardiology, its working groups and the Slovak So-
ciety of Hypertension.

Articles submitted may be written in Slovak or Czech with an
English summary or in English with a Slovak or Czech summary.
The article has to contain the following statement: “The undersig-
ned author warrants that this article is original, is not under consi-
deration by another journal, and has not been previously publis-
hed. I sign for and accept responsibility for releasing this material
on behalf of any and all coauthors.” Accepted articles become the
permanent property of the journal ,KARDIOLOGIA/CARDIO-
LOGY* and may not be reproduced by any means without the writ-
ten consent of the publisher. All articles are reviewed by two anony-
mous referees. Three or four names and addresses should be
provided of experts, in the authors’ view, could provide objective
and informed reviews of their manuscripts. Acceptance is based on
significance, originality and validity of the presented article as well
as on the level of formal preparation. The editorship reserves the
right to make small corrections or to shorten the manuscript.

Copyright. A covering letter is signed by all authors stating
that they have seen and approved the paper.

Manuscripts. It is necessary to send two copies in addition to
the original. The manuscript is to be submitted on a 3,5" floppy disk
(Word for Windows) or must be typed double-space on one side of
the paper only leaving 35 mm on the left side. Please make sure
that when typing numbers the numeral “1” is used instead of the
letter “1” and that the numeral “0” is used instead of letter “O”.
Abbreviations should be spelled out the first time they appear in
the text and followed in parentheses by the abbreviation (which
must not be used in the title and in the summary). The manuscript
should contain the following sections: Introduction, Materials and
Methods, Results, Discussion and Abstract.

The title page should contain the title of the article, the full
name(s) and titles of the author(s), the precise name and address
of the institution where the work was conducted. Address for cor-
respodence should contain full name, exact address with zip code,
telephone number and fax number of the author to whom com-
munications, proofs and requests for reprints should be sent.

References must be numbered as they occured in the text (not
alphabetically). All authors cited in the text must be included in
the reference list and vice versa. The surnames of the authors fol-
lowed by initials should be given. Where there are more than three
authors, after the name of the third author “et al.” should be writ-

ten. There should then follow the original title of the article, the
international abbreviation of the cited journal, volume, year, num-
ber and the number of the first and last page. Abbreviations of
journal names should conform to those in Cumulated Index Me-
dicus. Reference list should conform to that set forth in “Uniform
Requirements for Manuscripts Submitted to Biomedical Journals”
(N Engl J Med 1991;324:424-428) and number of citations should
not be more than 40.

In: Bra-
unwald E. Heart disease. Philadelphia: W. B. Saunders 1988:83-139.

Cite abstracts only if they are published in peer review jour-
nal. Identify abstracts by the abbreviation “abstr.” in parentheses.
Do not citate personal communications, manuscripts in prepara-
tion or other unpublished data. These may be cited in the text in
the parentheses.

Structured abstract. A separate page should be used to provi-
de a structured abstract of not more than 300 words. It contains
the following headings: Objectives, Methods, Results, Conclusion. A
nonstructured abstract is preferred for review articles. It must con-
tain the full title of the article and the full names of all authors.
Abbreviations should not be used in the abstract. At the end of
the same page the number of tables, figures, references and 3-6
key words should be listed. Two copies should be sent in addition
to the original.

Human experiments. Articles describing experiments on hu-
mans must be accompanied by a declaration that the procedure
was in accordance with ethical norms and that these experiments
were in accordance with the Helsinki Declaration of 1977.

Tables, figures, summary and the reference list must be writ-
ten on separate pages. The number of the table or figure should
be written on the reverse side (e. g. table 1, figure 1), together with
the name of the first author, the abbreviated title of the text (do
not write the name of the first author here) and, in the case of pho-
tographs, an arrow should be used to mark the position of the
photograph. The titles of the tables, graphs and pictures must be
written on a separate page together with legends. The tables and
figures must be marked in the text on the left side. For black and
white illustrations, three sets of glossy prints should be sent. Black
and white photographs should not be made from colour slides beca-
use they do not reproduce well. Typewritten or freehand lettering is
unacceptable. Black and white pictures in the form of photocopy
or photograph must be well contrasted. Four-colour illustrations
can be reproduced only at the authors own expense.

All figures, graphs, tables and other written material used in
the manuscript already published must be accompany by a writ-
ten agreement of the editorship.
